Dear RUNN Participant:

On behalf of the Society of Neurological Surgeons, the RUNN Course Director and Co-Directors, we would like to welcome you to the 2019 RUNN Course held at the Marine Biology Laboratory in Woods Hole, Massachusetts. This course offers intensive exposure to some of the best neuroscience in the country, and it does it in a splendid environment conducive to learning. To help make your stay more enjoyable, please note the following information:

TRAVEL -  The MBL is located in Woods Hole on the southern tip of Cape Cod, about 75 miles south of Boston. Travelers coming by plane should arrange their arrival/departure from either Logan Airport in Boston or TF Green Airport in Providence. There is bus service directly from Logan or Providence to Woods Hole.  Please contact Peter Pan Bus Lines online at http://www.peterpanbus.com to make your reservation.  You will board the bus to Woods Hole outside the baggage claim area.  After a two-hour ride, the bus will arrive in front of the Steamship authority in Woods Hole. From the bus depot, turn left on Water Street, then right on MBL Street (5-10 minute walk) to Swope Hall. We suggest that you do not fly into Hyannis (which is the closest airport to Woods Hole); there is no public transportation between Hyannis and Woods Hole, and car rentals are very limited.

PARKING - If your plans include driving to Woods Hole, you may park your vehicle in the designated parking lot. A parking sticker will be issued to you from the front desk. Avoid parking on the street at an expired meter or you will be guaranteed a ticket!

CHECK-IN & REGISTRATION - You should plan to arrive at Swope Hall at the MBL the afternoon of Saturday, October 26, 2019.  A photo I.D. is required at check-in.  Please do not arrive earlier than October 26th or depart later than November 2nd, 2019.  If you choose to arrive a day before or depart a day later, you must call Mr. Paul Anderson, Conference Analyst, at the MBL, at 508-289-7248 to make the arrangements as the rooms are limited and there may not be rooms available for early arrival or later departure and you will personally be charged for the room.  The front desk will issue your room key and name badge. Room keys must be returned or a $60.00 lost key fee will be assessed to you by the MBL.  MBL issued ID Badges must be worn at all times and you MUST have your ID Badge for all meals.  Lost Campus Cards will be replaced for a fee of $25.00 per card.  On the opening day, Saturday, October 26th, a welcome wine and beer mixer is scheduled from 5:00 pm to 6:00 pm followed by dinner from 6-7 pm.  The Course Directors will be giving Introductions and lectures from 7:00 pm to 9:00 pm.  

Following lectures on Friday evening, November 1st, there will be a farewell Lobster Bake and Diploma Ceremony. Return travel will be on Saturday morning, November 2, 2019.  Check out time is by 10:00 am.
MAIL & MESSAGES  - While you are staying at the MBL, your phone number will be 508-289-7668 to leave a message. Urgent messages will be distributed to you ASAP; non-urgent ones will be posted at the front desk for your review. 

CERTIFICATES OF ATTENDANCE - These will be distributed to all participants at the completion of the course.  Lecture attendance is required by all registrants.   There will be sign-in sheets for each lecture. 
GENERAL INFORMATION - The weather can be variable in October-November. Dress is casual. Bring comfortable clothing, rain gear, shampoo, toothpaste, hair dryer and an alarm clock.   E-mail and internet connections are also available. The MBL will provide Guest Network login to participants for the duration of the event. The MBL requires each participant to sign a Liability Waiver.  A copy of the Liability Waiver has been posted to the Society of Neurological Surgeons website at www.societyns.org under RUNN.  All Participants may use the excellent library at MBL using the ID Badge you receive upon registration.
